GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS
Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power
tool or battery-operated (cordless) power tool.

MAXIMUM

Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

Do not operate power tools in explosive atmosphere, such as in the presence
of flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite
the dust or fumes.

Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions
can cause you to lose control.

Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do
not use any adaptor plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes,
radiators, ranges and refrigerators.

If the battery pack casing is cracked or damaged, do not insert into charger. There is
a danger of electric shock or electrocution.

Don’t allow any liquid to get inside charger. Electric shock may result. To facilitate
cooling of the battery pack after use, avoid placing the charger or battery pack in a
warm environment such as in a metal shed, or a trailer that is not insulated.

This charger is not intended for any uses other than charging rechargeable
batteries. Any other use may result in risk of fire, electric shock or electrocution.

Do not place any object on top of the charger or place the charger on a soft surface
that may result in excessive internal heat. Do not place the charger near any heat
source.

To reduce the potential risk of damage to the electric plug and cord, pull by the
plug rather than the cord when disconnecting the charger from the power supply.

Make sure the cord is located so it will not be stepped on, tripped over, or otherwise
subjected to damage or stress.

An extension cord should not be used unless absolutely necessary. Use of an
improper extension cord could result in a risk of fire, electric shock or electrocution.

e The longest life and best performance can be obtained if the battery pack is
charged when the air temperature is 59-77°F (15-25°C). Do not charge the battery
pack where the air temperature is below 32°F (0°C) or above 113°F (45°C). This is
important and will prevent damage to the battery pack.

e Do not incinerate the battery pack even if it is seriously damaged or is completely
worn out. The battery can explode in a fire.

e Never attempt to open the battery pack for any reason. If the plastic housing of the
battery pack breaks or cracks, immediately discontinue use and do not recharge.

e The length of service from your battery will depend on the type of work you
are doing. The battery has been designed to provide maximum trouble-free life;
however, like all batteries, it will eventually wear out.

e To obtain the longest possible battery life, we suggest the following:

- Store and charge your battery in a cool area. Temperatures above or below normal
room temperature will shorten battery life.

- Never store the battery in a discharged condition. Recharge it immediately after it
has been discharged.

e All batteries gradually lose their charge. The higher the temperature, the quicker
they lose their charge. If you store your tool for long periods of time without use,
recharge the battery every month or two. This practice will prolong battery life.

INSTALLING AND REMOVING SANDING BELTS (FIG. A)

TO INSTALL BELT:
¢ Remove the battery pack.

¢ Place sander on its side and pull the belt tension release
lever out.

¢ Insert the new belt around both rollers, and make sure the
arrow on the inside of belt corresponds to the direction of
rotation as indicated on housing.

e Once the belt is centred over the rollers and bottom plate,
push lever back to its original position to return tension to
the belt.

TO REMOVE BELT:

¢ Remove the battery pack.

¢ Place sander on its side and pull the belt tension release lever out.

¢ With the sander on its side and the open side facing you, you can easily remove the

belt.

ADJUSTING BELT TRACKING (FIG. B)

This sander features an automatic tracking system designed to keep the sanding belt
centred. The system has been preset at the factory but may require adjustment when
belts are changed or an older belt stretches. For best performance the belt should be in
line with the outer edge of the rear pulley. If the belt deviates more than 1/8” (3.2 mm)

from the outside of the sander, adjust the belt position.

WARNING!

To prevent personal injury, remove the battery pack before

making adjustments or assembling accessories.

WARNING!

e Keep hands and fingers away from moving sanding belt. Any
body part coming in contact with moving sanding belt could
result in serious injury. Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery
when operating sander. They could get caught in moving
parts and foreign objects could get thrown from sander

causing injury.

Do not allow familiarity with products to make you careless.
Remember that a careless fraction of a second is sufficient to

inflict serious injury.
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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

To adjust the belt: (if necessary)

¢ Make sure the switch is not in the lock-on position.

¢ Install the battery pack.

¢ Set the variable speed control dial to the lowest setting.

¢ Hold handle of sander with one hand and tilt the sander so
that the belt is facing the operator.

¢ Turn tool ON by pressing the trigger.

¢ Slowly turn the belt adjustment knob until the belt returns
to the proper position.

¢ Release the trigger and make sure that the belt has come to a complete stop

before setting the tool down.

INSTALLING THE DUST COLLECTION BAG (FIG. C)
The dust bag provides a dust collection system for the sander.

It should be installed over the exhaust hole located on the side

of the sander. For more efficient operation, empty dust bag
when half full.

Do not install battery pack before installing dust bag.
To install dust bag:
¢ Remove the battery pack.

¢ Place the opening of dust bag over dust exhaust of the sander.

ATTACHING THE BELT SANDER TO A VACUUM (FIG.D)

The sander has a built-in dust extraction part, which allows a
shop vacuum to be connected. A 11/4” (3.2 cm) vacuum hose
can be connected directly to the tool.

¢ Remove the battery pack.
¢ Attach a vacuum hose to the dust port.
¢ Connect the vacuum to a power supply.

e Turn vacuum on before starting sanding.

WARNING!
Do not use the dust collection bag when sanding metal.

Using the dust collection bag when sanding metal creates a
fire hazard, which could damage the tool and lead to serious
personal injury.

FITTING AND REMOVING THE BATTERY PACK TO THE
SANDER

¢ To install the battery pack to the tool, align the raised
portion of the battery pack with the grooves on the handle
of the tool, and slide it firmly into the handle until you hear
the lock snap into place (Fig. E).

e To remove the battery pack from the tool, press the battery
pack release button and slide the battery pack completely
out of tool handle.

CHARGING PROCEDURE

¢ Connect the plug cable to the charger, and then plug into
an appropriate outlet before inserting battery pack (Fig. F).
The green light will be on for two seconds and then off.

e Insert the battery pack into the charger, making sure the
pack is fully seated in the charger (Fig. G). The green
(charging) light will blink continuously, indicating that the
charging process has started.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

e The completion of charge will be indicated by the green
light remaining on continuously. The battery pack is fully
charged and may be used at this time. To remove the
battery pack from the charger, slide the battery pack out of
the seat.

WARNING!

* Before attempting to use this cordless tool, become familiar
with all of its operating features and safety requirements.

Hold the tool firmly with both hands. Using the rear handle to control the sander
and the front handle only to guide it, move it slowly over the workpiece. Allowing
the sander to remain in one place will result in an uneven surface.

Apply proper pressure on the sander. Excessive pressure may cause stalling,
overheating of the motor, burning of the workpiece and possible kickback.

Use a coarser sanding belt for heavy sanding, not heavy pressure. The weight of the
tool is sufficient to provide adequate pressure at the correct location.

The front roller of the sander is not designed for contour sanding. Sanding on the
front roller could cause irregularity in the sanding belt tracking.

WARNING!

Make sure that the surface is safe and does not wobble.

In stationary operation, always work with the greatest of
attention. There is a risk of injury to hands and fingers by
slipping on the workpiece.

To prevent personal injury, hold workpiece with both hands in
stationary operation.

GENERAL MAINTENANCE

Avoid using solvents when cleaning plastic parts. Most plastics are susceptible to
damage from various types of commercial solvents and may be damaged by their use.
Use clean cloths to remove dirt, dust, oil, grease, etc.

LUBRICATION

All of the bearings in this tool are lubricated with a sufficient amount of high grade
lubricant for the life of the unit under normal operating conditions; therefore, no further
lubrication is required.

NOTE: It is suggested to have the carbon brushes replaced by an authorized service
centre.
