Know Your LED Motion-sensor Security

Light

Battery compartment
Motion sensor

High output LED

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IMPORTANT: Please read this manual carefully before assembly and save it for reference.
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For optimal operation install the motion-activated security light at a height of 8 (2.4 m) or less.

1) Remove the mounting bracket so that it can be used as a template for the screw holes. To do so, slide the light out
of the mounting bracket.

2) Mark and drill two (2) holes in the location where you want to mount the light. Insert anchors in the holes.

3) Place screws (included) through the mounting bracket and in anchors. Tighten the screws to secure the mounting
bracket. Do not over-tighten.

4) Slide the light back on to the mounting bracket.

5) To remove the light from the mounting bracket, simply slide the light down.

Troubleshooting

If the LEDs appear to be dim, this is an indication that your batteries need
to be replaced.

To replace the batteries

1) Remove the front of the light head from the back by turning the light head
clockwise. Pull the front of the light head away from the back.

2) Remove the battery compartment cover and old batteries (if replacing
batteries) from the battery compartment.

3) Insert three (3) new D batteries into the battery compartment.

4) Make sure to follow battery polarity guide when installing new batteries.
5) Replace battery compartment cover.
)

6) Replace the front of the light head by placing it on the back and turning it
counter-clockwise.

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BATTERY PRECAUTIONS:
1) Use only the size and type of batteries specified.
2) Always purchase the correct size and grade of battery most suitable for the intended use.

3) Be sure to follow the correct polarity when installing the batteries as indicated in the battery compartment. Reversed
batteries may cause damage to the device.

4) Do not mix alkaline, standard (Carbon-Zinc), or rechargeable (Nickel-Cadmium) batteries.

5) Replace all batteries of a set at the same time. Do not mix old and new batteries.

6) Clean the battery contacts and also those of the device prior to battery installation.

7) Do not dispose of batteries in fire. Batteries should be recycled or disposed of as per provincial and local guidelines.

8) Remove batteries if drained or if product is to be left unused for an extended period of time.

LIGHT POSITIONING

The light head rotates 180°. There are 7 locking positions to keep the light head in place. The base of the light rotates
360°. Rotate the light head and base to light desired area.

MOTION SENSOR

This light includes an automatic light sensor that allows motion sensor to only operate \
at night or in dark conditions. The light features a motion sensor, which will turn the light

ON automatically when motion is detected. The light will also shut OFF automatically,
30 seconds after motion is no longer detected. It detects motion within 25" (7.6 m) of the

motion sensor. The motion sensor has a 100° detection angle. To activate the motion
sensor, insert batteries.
